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Milton Glaser : The godfather of graphic design

Born in 1929 in Bronx, Milton Glaser went to school at the High School of Music and Art in New York and later received a Fulbright
scholarship at the Academy of Fine Arts in Italy.Glaser is one of the most celebrated figures in American graphic design, best known
for the famous design of the 1'% NY logo he donated to use in a tourism campaign for New York City.The logo is widely recognized
all over the world and has appeared on all kinds of different souvenirs. It is described as the world's most-imitated logo. Years later,
in commemoration of the 9/11 attacks, Glaser re-designed his iconic logo, reading “l Love NY More Than Ever” with a black mark on
the red heart symbolizing the World Trade Center site.

Glaser's many well-known works also include the psychedelic poster art for Bob Dylan's album. He also founded the revolutionary
Push Pin Studios and New York Magazine. Cited as the godfather of graphic design, Glaser received the 2009 National Medal of Arts
from President Barack Obama.

Kyoto was the first city we visited. We
stayed at the Yoshimizu Inn, a 100-year-

that eat the most ice cream, while Italy is
at no.7. Here's a look at some popular
ice cream in Thailand.

® Gelato
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Gelato is the Italian word for ice cream.
Because of its soft and dense texture,
gelato is served using a spatula. Generally,
gelato is made with fresh ingredients and
has less air and milk fat content than
regular ice cream. The temperature to
store gelato is about -18°C, whereas
regular ice cream is stored at a colder
temperature.

® Sherbet

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Sherbet is made with fruit as the main
ingredient and with only a tiny percentage
of milk added. As a result, sherbet is
generally smooth and creamy. It often
comes in tangy flavours and fruity colours.

The smeg 50's fridge has been proven a design favorite as a 1950s retro style icon and art object, and has been prominently

featured in many TV programs and films. For example, the iconic refrigerators appeared in “The Change-Up”, Mr.&Mrs.Smith”,
“V for Vendetta”, “Something Borrowed”, “Surrogates” and “EastEnders”. The popular British stop-motion duo “Wallace and Gromit”

even have a "smug" fridge. Artist Stuart Semple also chose smeg fridges for his Facefridge installation. Italian-Dutch neo pop-art artist

Selwyn Senatori created amazing pop art using smeg fridges and had an exhibition at the Piazza Dam Pop-Up Gallery in Amsterdam

The smeg 50's style fridge was first introduced in 1996 in the FAB28 range available in 20 color shades which also includes the
famous Union Jack design. The brand's concept, technology with style, is clearly incorporated into the design, from the fridge's
soft round curves, retro-looking door handle and logo to using the same quality grade paint used by BMW, Mercedes Benz and

Porsche. It also uses a remarkably thick door for cooling efficiency.
